· Risk calculations for each scenario will be performed for both minimum and maximum air concentrations.
· Risk calculations will be performed using both the IRIS and OEHHA Unit Risks.
· Risk calculations will be performed for 1, 3, 5 (Reasonable Maximum Exposure), 9, and 12 (High Estimate Exposure) visiting days per year.
